PRIX W 2023 /// Lauréats - Winners

Le 14 avril 2023, un jury s’est réuni à Paris afin de sélectionner les projets lauréats du Prix W 2023.

Pour sa dixième édition nous vous proposons un défi aussi stimulant qu’essentiel : Un toit pour 
tous ! Les toits dessinent le paysage des villes et des campagnes, ils dessinent l’horizon. Un toit 
c’est une protection, c’est un abri pour se reconstruire. C’est une promesse d’une vie familiale et 
sociale retrouvée. 

Face à la crise du mal-logement actuelle, nous avons invité les participants à imaginer des solutions 
originales afin de concevoir des modules habitables qui viendraient se glisser sous ces toits 
existants et inexploités (toitures : de hangars agricoles, de friches industrielles, de patrimoines 
ferroviaires ou militaires et des toits de moyennes surfaces commerciales en déshérence…). 

La fondation a reçu 57 projets de qualité. Quatre projets ont été primés, dont deux projets ex 
aequo à la troisieme place. Dix projets ont reçu des mentions. La remise des prix aura lieu à la 
galerie de la Fondation Wilmotte à Venise le 18 mai 2023.

Les projets lauréats seront exposés à Venise dans la Galerie de la Fondation lors de la Biennale 
d’Architecture de Venise et seront publiés dans un ouvrage dédié. 

Paris, le 14 avril 2023

On 14 April 2023, a jury met in Paris to select the winning projects for the W 2023 Prize. 
 
For its tenth edition, we propose a challenge that is as stimulating as it is essential: A roof for 
all! Rooftops shape the landscape of cities and the countryside, they shape the horizon. A roof is 
a protection, it is a shelter to rebuild oneself. It is a promise of a renewed family and social life.  
 
Faced with the current crisis of inadequate housing, we invited participants to imagine 
original solutions in order to design habitable modules that would fit under these 
existing and unused roofs (roofs of agricultural sheds, industrial wastelands, railway or 
military heritage and the roofs of abandoned medium-sized commercial premises, etc.).  
 
The foundation received 57 quality projects. Four projects were awarded, including 
two projects that tied for third place. Ten projects received mentions. The awards 
ceremony will take place at the Wilmotte Foundation Gallery in Venice on 18 May 2023. 
 
The winning projects will be exhibited in Venice in the Foundation’s Gallery during 
the Venice Architecture Biennale and will be published in a dedicated book.

A New Heart

Commercial clusters as an opportunity for 
thriving communities

Peri-urban and suburban commercial areas are one of the most widespread 
urban typologies of the last 50 years and represent a great opportunity to 
rethink affordable housing and communities. ‘A New Heart’ explores the 
possibility of transforming one of these groups of commercial buildings on 
the outskirts of Reims, France, into a mixed-use area based on affordable 
housing, high quality open spaces, forms of sharing and support for the 
local economy.  In particular, the project proposes a gradual transformation, 
starting with the conversion of a first building to provide accommodation 
as quickly as possible. In two subsequent steps, it aims to involve the 
surrounding buildings and the open space in between, with the intention 
of creating a new thriving village, able to be integrated with the adjacent 
residential area and become the new heart of a resilient redevelopment.   

MORE THAN AFFORDABLE LIVING!
Delivering a rich and varied programme to help build strong communities, 
local economies and healthy places.

FROM A BUILDING TO A VILLAGE! 
Using clusters of commercial roofs to develop a masterplan that evolves 
through time.

Axes and the anatomy of the building
With a starting point of following the building’s axes, the grid of the 
modules is offset by 45 degrees, which thereby creates niches where 
plants can grow freely and create niches and meeting places under the 
roof.

” All cities (of some age) have their splendid buildings, their “highstreets”, their parade
squares, their “pride”, they also have their “shame”, these weak places that are not yet
covered by any building regulations that barely seems to be anyone’s property.”1

These ‘non-places’ are often found on the border between city and country and can be observed as a pending reserve for the coming city development. 
The lack of attributed value for areas like these often create a free space for the activities no longer facilitated by the city.

The hanger of the southern part of Viareggio, can be understood as such a ‘non-place’. The area is wedged in between the residential areas of Viareggio, 
the commercial areas and the airy fields.
This project sees the qualities of the hangar and the ‘non-places’ unprogrammed spaces and wishes to be part of preserving the universal space of the 
hanger that thereby delivers a place in Viareggio where festivals, Sunday markets and other temporary settlements can take place.
Besides creating a new public space for the cultures of the city, this project aims to create apartments for those who do not have. An apartment building 
where the anatomy of the building facilitates a meeting between the residents and where the wild nature can grow.

The module and it’s anatomy.
This project sees a quality in the big unprogrammed space of the hanger but still wishes to create a smaller space and niche for the residents that gives 
room to withdraw from the bigger public space. On the basis of this thought the module is created in a grid that is displaced 45 degrees to the axes of 
the hangar, and thereby naturally creates niches and subdivisions when put together.

Program
The program consists of 28 studio apartments and is thought as housing for socially vulnerable people and therefore emphasis is put on the importance 
of the daily meeting in part with your neighbour, but also with a community center that can work as a common kitchen.
The building is also visioned with a bakery, that is in part for the residents but also thought as a destination that can invite visitors in – a place where 
you can sit down with a coffee and a croissant.

Overall, the project wishes to create a space under the roof where cultures and strong bonds can emerge and give the residents an attachment to the 
place and thereby a feeling of home.

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Station to Station
This project does not consider the 
potential in the cooled cellar, as it 
mainly focuses on living under one 
roof. As of today the cellar is used 
for studios and other things, and 
those who are already habitating 
these spaces will be allowed to stay. 

As an architect I find it of great 
importance to visit the sites that we 
are working on, getting to know the 
very situation. In this case this has 
not been an option. But by knowing 
a little bit about the refugee situ-
ation in France and taking a quick 
stroll on google maps I was met 
with a very sad situation. It took me 
less than ten minutes to find several 
camps of tents clustered together. 
This situation has been the core 
problem for this project.

The idea was to make houses that 
right now should provide shelter for 
the huge amount of refugees and 
homeless people who have an urgent 
need for a warm place to sleep. In 
this case I found it important to house 
as many people in every building as 
possible without creating a claustro-
phobic dark space. But as the project 
unfolds under an already existing roof, 
the potential of the spaces between 
the houses has been considered as 
much a part of the housing solution as 
the inside. 

The project unfolds in three scales.

The inside: which in the beginning 
will be houses for large groups of 
people, not necessarily knowing 
each other, but being in the same 
situation. The inside does mainly 
provide places to sleep, with bunk 
beds and common areas for both 
families and strangers. In time when 
there will no longer be a need for 
such an urgent housing solution, the 
bunk beds can be removed, trans-
forming the space into a house for a 
small family or just a lonely artist. 

The small community: 
The hoses consist of blocks of four 
houses with a small courtyard and 
common kitchen,  toilets and shower.

The large community:
It is my understanding that some-
times it doesn’t  take more than a 
bench for a stranger to take part in 
a community. The houses are de-
signed so that the outside provides 
as much a space as the inside does. 
As life evolves under the roof it will 
be necessary to have certain other 
programs such as a laundry, a hair-
dresser, a kiosk, a workshop and a 
restaurant/bar.

The main problem with living in 
buildings under a roof is the dark-
ness. As the sun doesn’t shine there 
will be a need for some kind of ar-
tificial lighting. The idea is to create 
a building that when switching on 
the light inside of the building, the 
windows on top of the buildings 
function as large lanterns illuminat-
ing the old roof and common spaces 
between the houses. 

The intention with this project is to 
create a place that not only provides 
a housing solution, but as much in-
vites the outside world into a com-
munity hidden under one big roof.

Diversity
The hubs form a place where people from all cultures, back-
grounds and age groups are welcome. People with children 
and people of age might prefer a longer term option within 
the hubs, where other people might want to move around 
every few days.  This mixture of people creates a surrounding 
where people can feel accepted and learn from others. 

Layers
The original roof will stay intact, only the substructure for the 
solar panels, and if needed; some small incisions for light & 
greenery or for an elevator. 
On the ground floor there will be place for the housetrains 
and  recreational vehicles. 
The floor up is a small village on stilts, more community 
focussed and stationary functionalities. Cafes, co-working 
spaces, but also some units for people who want to have 
a definitive place to live.
